2. IF THE EXHIBIT IS FOR SALE: On the Fine Arts Entry Form, in the column next to
your description of the entry you wish to sell, print YES along with the for sale price in
the next column. Our Stewards will make up a For Sale price tag and place on the
exhibit for you. A commission of 10% payable to the Ipswich Show Society will apply
to articles sold.

3. Freight on exhibits sent by rail or carrier must be prepaid. Address the exhibits to the
Ipswich Show Society, Ipswich Showgrounds, 81 Warwick Road, Ipswich. 4305.
Attached to all the exhibits should be the exhibitors name, address, and the class the
exhibit is to be entered in.

4. Stewards will be in attendance at the Exhibits Display Pavilion to receive your entries
for the Fine Arts Categories on SUNDAY MAY 3" from 9 am to 2.30 pm.

5. Exhibits are to be collected, and the prize money will be paid on Sunday May 10th
from 8.30 am to 11.00 am. A receipt must be produced when collecting entries and
prize money.

6. Entries must be the bona fide original work of the Exhibitor and must not have been
exhibited in this Fine Arts Section, at any previous Ipswich Show.

7. If insufficient space is available to display all the entries, then the Stewards reserve

the right to select, which exhibits in addition to the prize winning exhibits are to be
displayed.
